A small word of advice to those
travelling to New Zealand for next
year’s event. Make sure that you
make your applications for visas
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early. New Zealand, being a small
country, has a limited number of
High Commissions and Embassies.
Also it is preferable to avoid flights
that transit through Australia.
Australian immigration law requires
visas for transit passengers. So
landing in Australia, even just as a
transit passenger, will complicate
your travel arrangements and
organisation. Auckland  and
Christchurch  are  the  major
international hubs for New Zealand,
and of course, flying directly into
Christchurch  will save you an
internal flight of about an hour and a
half, so reduce your travel time, but
may also reduce the cost of your
travel.
