(FCDA) in the early 1980s

e First park of the City of Abuja developed along ‘ring road one’

e Activities became more pronounced in 1985, with the
establishment of Abuja Environmental Protection Board (AEPB)

e By the 1990s, phase 1 FCC, stretched beyond acceptable limit

e A study in 1999 recommended the reversal of the dangerous
trend

e Though most recommendations are often accepted by
Government authorities, lack of strong political will prevented
the implementations

e By 2003, it was clear that the situation could not be allowed any
further without harming the city and its dwellers

e Task team on ‘greening’ of Abuja was set up — later became
